VIDEO CONFERENCING SYSTEM COSTS

SUMMARY

The Finance Committee requested that staff review the options and costs related to video
conferencing and report back to the Committee.

Video conferencing is a set of interactive telecommunication technologies which allow two or
more locations to interact via two-way video and audio transmissions simultaneously. There
are basically two kinds of video conference systems:

1. Dedicated systems have all required components packaged into a single piece of
equipment, usually a console with a high quality remote controlled video camera. The
console contains all electrical interfaces, the control computer, and the software.
System can be integrated with existing equipment to provide a seamless experience
with minimal clutter.

2. Desktop systems are add-ons to normal PC5, transforming them into video
teleconferencing devices. A range of different cameras and microphones can be used
with the computer. The video and sound quality is dependent on internet connection
which varies greatly from minute to minute. Therefore, due to these quality concerns
staff does not recommend using this type of system.

These video teleconferencing systems need to communicate with a compatible video device
on the other end of the teleconference. Video teleconferencing technology is only as good as
the weakest link; this means that all other parties to the video conference need to invest in a
comparable dedicated video system in order for the system to function properly. Due to the
size and connectivity requirements of the video teleconferencing equipment, all parties to the
conference need to be in a stationary conference or meeting room to participate in the video
conference. Individuals who are on mobile phones or do not have comparable video
technology will not be able to participate.

FISCAL IMPACT
The initial costs for equipment and installation of a dedicated video conferencing system will
be approximately $18,000. Monthly recurring costs depend upon usage. Recurring costs
would be about $170 per month for connection service and $1 per minute of usage. This has
not been budgeted in the 09/10 fiscal year. The cost of a desktop system is minimal.

WRD STUDENT INTERNSHIP PROGRAM

SUMMARY

WRD’s Student Internship Program was adopted by the Board on April 4, 2004 and was
revised four years later on April 4, 2008. The program allows opportunities for students to
gain experience in the water industry in areas such as engineering, hydrogeology,
geographical information systems (GIS), government affairs and public affairs. The features
of the revised program are as follows:

• The program is broad-based and will include interns in all areas of WRD’s function
including hydrogeology, engineering, GIS, government affairs, public affairs and finance

• The program will have a defined number of interns based on staff workloads and
availability of supervisors I mentors. The number of interns will be limited to five at any
given time.

• The Program is initially structured to hire college students in their second year or
higher, but may be expanded in the future to include first year college students and high
school students.

The revisions are consistent with the terms and provisions of the Memorandum of
Understanding with Employees Association of Water Replenishment District of Southern
California, American Federation of State, County and Municipal Employees, AFL-CIO, Chapter
1902. Attached to the staff report is the WRD Student Internship Program policy document
and a sample job posting.

President Robles requested that the Student Internship Program be brought back to the
Finance Committee in order to review the perimeters of the program.

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WRD STUDENT INTERNSHIP PROGRAM
ADOPTED APRIL 4, 2008

BACKGROUND
The WRD Student Internship Program allows opportunities for students to gain experience in
the water industry. Originally approved by the WRD Board on April 4, 2004, the Program has
been updated to include all areas of focus at WRD including engineering, hydrogeology,
geographical information systems (GIS), government affairs, public affairs, finance and public
administration. Additionally, the Program will develop and maintain relationships with colleges
and universities so that they are aware of internship opportunities at WRD and can make
student intern recommendations to WRD. The revisions are consistent with the terms and
provisions of the Memorandum of Understanding with Employees Association of Water
Replenishment District of Southern California, American Federation of State, County and
Municipal Employees, AFL-CIO, Chapter 1902.

PROGRAM
Under the WRD Student Internship Program, WRD will develop relationships with colleges and
universities for the purpose of recruiting student interns. WRD staff will work with career
centers and relevant schools within the colleges or universities to promote this Program. WRD
will provide updated Job Notices to the colleges and universities for posting.

Each year, an hourly pay range will be developed for the Program. The pay range will reflect
market wages for the various areas of internship that WRD will offer. Annual establishment of
this pay range will be at the discretion of the General Manager. The hourly pay for an intern
within the pay range will depend upon experience, skills, qualifications and level of education.
Each internship will be for a 6 month period and can be renewed on a case by case basis at
the discretion of the General Manager. The work schedule for interns is intended to be part-
time, but extended work schedules may be allowed during school breaks or as the student’s
schedule permits. Interns will be limited to working a maximum of 999 hours in any fiscal year.

Each intern will be assigned to a WRD staff member as a supervisor. The WRD supervisor
will assign tasks as needed and assure that the intern is being properly utilized. The
supervisor will also provide training and professional mentoring as workload and scheduling
allows. To help to control the impact of this Program to the workload of WRD staff, the
number of interns in employment by WRD at any given time will be limited to five. Initially,
eligibility for this Program will be limited to college students in at least their second year of
study. As the Program develops, it may be expanded in the future to include first year college
students and high school students.

Minimum Qualifications

The minimum qualifications within WRD Student Internship Program are:
• Currently enrolled in a college, undergraduate or graduate program. Undergraduates

must be in second year of studies.
• Background in engineering, hydrogeology, environmental planning, public relations or

government relations is preferred but not required.
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General Information:
Student internships are available at the Water Replenishment District of Southern California (“WRD”).
WRD protects the basins through groundwater replenishment, deterrence of sea water intrusion, and
groundwater quality monitoring of contamination through assessments on water pumped from the
WRD service area and offers a progressive and challenging work environment for student interns.

Candidates will perform technical and administrative support work depending upon their qualifications.
Ideal for students interested in pursuing careers in engineering, hydrogeology, communications,
public relations, public administration, government relations or related fields.

Tasks Will Include:
• Inputting data and analysis using Microsoft Excel, Microsoft Access, and other databases
• Filing and organization of files
• Scanning electronic documents and management
• Assisting in the WRD’s Public Affairs program
• Assisting in event coordination and public outreach
• Performing well searches and analysis using GIS applications
• Preparing case closure summaries, which involves review and summary of information

presented in investigation reports, groundwater monitoring reports, and corrective action plans
• Participating in various water quality related research projects
• Performing technical analysis under the supervision of WRD technical staff

How the Program Works:
• Must be enrolled in at least 12 units of college courses during the internship.
• Assignment is for a 6-month period, renewable at the discretion of the WRD. Interns shall

work part-time.
• Extended work schedules may be available during school breaks or as the student’s schedule

permits.
• Pay is $12 to $15 per hour, subject to skills, experience, qualifications and level of education.
• Each intern will be assigned to a WRD staff member that will provide supervision and

guidance.
