






































10. GOLDSWORTHY DESALTER OPERATIONS CONTRACT WITH CITY
OF TORRANCE
Senior Engineer Paul Fu stated that staff is recommending the Board
approve the transfer of operations of the Goldsworthy Desalter to the City
of Torrance from its current operator, SWWC Services, Inc. Dr. Fu
explained that the transfer is expected to result in more reliable
operations, efficient and integrated management of the Desalter and
increased water production. He noted that staff is recommending the
transfer begin January 1, 2010.

Jack Vander Linden from Torrance’s Public Works Department stated that
the City of Torrance has been looking forward to taking over the
operations of the Desalter for a while now. Mr. Vander Linden noted that
the transfer should result in lower operational costs as well as more
efficient production. He stated that the Torrance City Council is expected
to approve the transfer at its December 15, 2009 meeting and is looking
forward to a good working partnership with WRD.

The Committee recommended the Board execute an agreement with the
City of Torrance for the operations of the Goldsworthy Desalter.

11. UPDATE ON SOLAR ENERGY PROJECT
Paul Fu stated that staff has been working towards securing the
prerequisite Energy Star rating for the District’s Administration building for
LEED certification. He explained that with the departure of the District’s
tenants, Long Beach City College, it became necessary to install solar
energy panels at the building. Dr. Fu noted that staff has reviewed the
Department of Energy’s (DOE) guide for solar energy project, investigated
the feasibility of installing solar energy panels, and implemented some of
the steps listed in the DOE’s guide.

Dr. Fu stated that an assessment of the solar potential for the WRD
building was conducted with assistance from several licensed solar
energy contractors through site inspections. The estimated cost of the
solar panel installation is approximately $600,000. He also noted that the
DOE guidelines recommends that an independent consultant be hired to
assist with the preparation of the request for proposal, review of
contractors’ proposal, and system confirmation testing after the installation
of the solar panels. Staff requested proposals from three consultants that
are in the District’s list of as-needed professional services and after review
recommended the firm of Psomas to assist staff for a not to exceed
amount of $10,000 plus a 10% contingency.

Dr. Fu stated that the assessment also recommended that WRD’s existing
roof be replaced with a new roof concurrently with the installation of solar
panels. The roof replacement is estimated to cost approximately
$120,000.
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Dr. Fu stated that the Ad Hoc Building Committee reviewed the solar
energy project at its November 18 meeting and recommended Board
approval. He noted that the project is expected to be completed by
July 2010.

12.  RFP FOR PRELIMINARY ENGINEERING DESIGN FOR THE EXPANSION OF
VANDER LANS WATER TREATMENT FACILITY
The Committee recommended the Board approve the issuance of a
request for proposals for preliminary engineering design for the expansion
of the Leo J. Vander Lans Water Treatment Facility.

13.  FUNDING AGREEMENT WITH LBWD FOR STUDY ON AVAILABILITY OF
SOURCE WATER FOR EXPANSION OF VANDER LANS FACILITY
Paul Fu stated that Long Beach Water Department (LBWD) and WRD will
jointly fund a study on the availability of source water from LBWD’s
recycled water system for the future expansion of the Vander Lans facility,
as recommended by the WRD Technical Advisory Committee (TAC). He
informed everyone that LBWD conducted a competitive consultant
selection process and a joint proposal selection committee composed of
LBWD and WRD staff reviewed the proposals received. After review the
selection committee chose MWD Americas, Inc. to conduct the study.

Dr. Fu noted that the District's 50% share of the cost of the study is
$78,370 and will use its Bureau of Reclamation Title XVI economic
stimulus grant to offset 25% of its share of the study. The study is

expected to begin by January 2010 and completed by April 2010.

The Committee recommended the Board approve a cash contribution of
$78,370 to share the costs with Long Beach Water Department to conduct
the study on source water availability for the expansion of Vander Lans
Water Treatment Facility and authorize the General Manager to execute a
cost sharing agreement with LBWD.

14. USBR AGREEMENT FOR VANDER LANS FACILITY
Dr. Fu stated that staff is recommending the Board approve a funding
agreement with the Bureau of Reclamation to enable use of Recovery Act
funding to cover up to 25 percent of the cost of preconstruction activities
associated with the expansion of the Vander Lans Water Treatment
Facility.

The Committee concurred with the staff recommendation and requested
that Agenda ltems 12, 13 and 14 be integrated into one staff report for the
Board agenda of the meeting of December 18.

15. GROUNDWATER RELIABILITY IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM (GRIP) UPDATE
Senior Engineer Jim McDavid provided an update on the Groundwater
Reliability Improvement Program (GRIP) project. Mr. McDavid stated that
the GRIP Joint Ad Hoc Committees met on November 23, 2009 and
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10.

direction was provided to staff on the draft joint powers agreement (JPA).
He informed the Committee that a revised draft was reviewed on
December 1 by the legal counsel of the partner agencies and another
meeting is scheduled on December 14.

Mr. McDavid stated that four proposals were received for the public
outreach program and the firms were interviewed on November 17. He
noted that based on the evaluation of the proposals received and the
interviews, the partner agencies recommended the firm of Rogers Group.
Mr. McDavid also informed the Committee that all the cost estimates
submitted for the effort came in more than anticipated and the staff from
the partner agencies will meet to review the costs and negotiate the scope
of work with the Rogers Group.

Finally, Mr. McDavid stated that the request for proposals for the
alternatives analysis were sent to 37 firms and four proposals were
received on November 23. He explained that the four proposals will be
evaluated and interviews scheduled next week.

Director Katherman stated that he would like to expedite the project and
asked that staff look into completing a mitigated negative declaration
instead of an environmental impact report (EIR).

DEPARTMENT REPORT

DIRECTORS REPORTS, INQUIRIES, REVIEW OF DIRECTIONS TO STAFF
Director Katherman asked that staff look into negotiating the long-term
operational agreement with the Los Angeles County Department of Public Works
for the spreading grounds.

SUMMARY

Resolution No. 10-869 orders the preparation of the annual Engineering Survey and Report
(ESR) and states the items that are to be included in the report pursuant to Water Code
Section 60300. This report determines, among other things, the replenishment water needs
and water costs of the District for the ensuing Water Year 2010/11. This information,
combined with the upcoming budget forecast, provides the Board with the necessary

information to determine the Replenishment Assessment (RA) required for the ensuing Fiscal
Year 2010/11.

Staff has drafted a preliminary schedule to meet the requirements of the Water Code for this
year's ESR and RA process:

A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE
WATER REPLENISHMENT DISTRICT OF SOUTHERN CALIFORNIA
ORDERING AN ENGINEERING SURVEY AND REPORT
REGARDING THE GROUNDWATER SUPPLIES OF THE DISTRICT
PURSUANT TO WATER CODE §60300

WHEREAS, Section 60300 of the California Water Code requires the Board of
Directors of a Water Replenishment District to order an engineering survey and report
to be made regarding the groundwater supplies of the District as a prerequisite to the
establishment of an annual water replenishment assessment;

NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS RESOLVED AS FOLLOWS:

1. The Board of Directors (“Board”) of the Water Replenishment District of Southern
California (“District”) orders that an engineering survey and report be prepared by
Staff regarding the groundwater supplies of the District.

2. The engineering survey and report shall include, in addition to such other
information as may be deemed relevant by Staff, the following:

a.

Records, data and other information for the consideration of the Board in its
determination of the annual overdraft;

Records, data and other information for the consideration of the Board in its
determination of the accumulated overdraft as of the last day of the preceding
water year,

A report, with supporting data, as to the total production of groundwater from the
groundwater supplies within the District during the preceding water year;

. A report, with supporting data, as to the changes during the preceding water year

in the pressure levels or piezometric heights of the groundwater contained within
pressure-level areas of the District, and as to the effects thereof upon the
groundwater supplies within the District;

An estimate of the annual overdraft for the current water year and for the
ensuing water year;

An estimate of the accumulated overdraft as of the last day of the current water
year;

An estimate of the total production of groundwater from the groundwater
supplies within the District for the current water year and for the ensuing water
year,; '



h. An estimate of the changes during the current water year in the pressure levels
or piezometric heights of the groundwater contained within pressure-level areas
of the District, and of the effects thereof upon the groundwater supplies within
the District;

I.  An estimate of the quantity, source, and cost of water available for replenishment
of the groundwater supplies during the ensuing water year under the provisions
of Section 60315 of the California Water code;

J. A statement of any recommended actions to be undertaken by the District for the
purpose of protecting and preserving the groundwater supplies within the District
for beneficial uses under Section 60224 of the California Water Code and the
estimated costs of each recommended action, including but not limited to
engineering and legal fees and expenses and District overhead.

3. Staff shall deliver the report as requested herein on or before the second Tuesday in

March 2010 or as otherwise specified under Section 60043 of the California Water
Code.

SUMMARY

WRD Staff is in the final stages of preparation of the 2008/2009 Regional Groundwater Monitoring
Report, which describes the groundwater levels, groundwater quality and replenishment water
quality for the Central and West Coast Basins (CWCB) for the previous water year. The purpose of
the Regional Groundwater Monitoring Program is to perform the basic District function of tracking
groundwater levels and groundwater quality. This information is utilized to determine the health of
the groundwater basins and to assist in development of concepts to optimize the use of our local

groundwater resource. The major components of the staff-implemented program include the
following:

e Establish a network of monitoring wells throughout the District.
» Collect water levels from these wells at regular (daily) intervals using automated data loggers.

e Collect water quality samples from these wells twice per year using the Districts’ sampling
vehicles.

» Collect water quality data for the different types of replenishment waters recharging the CWCB.

* Analyze the water level and water quality data to establish first hand knowledge of current basin
conditions.

* Incorporate the information into WRD’s Geographic Information System (GIS) database that can
be accessed by Staff, Stakeholders, and the public.

» Prepare Annual Reports on the Program findings.

Staff will provide an overview of the report at the Committee meeting.

SUMMARY

Several potable reuse projects recently approved by regulatory agencies have been operating
successfully, including the District’s Alamitos Barrier Recycled Water Project, Orange County
Water District's Groundwater Replenishment System and the West Basin Municipal Water
District's. However, there continues to be barriers statewide to increasing the amount of
recycled water used for future potable reuse projects. Some of these are public perception,
unknown health risks of emerging contaminants, appropriate treatment technologies, and

unclear regulatory requirements due to limited state resources for development and approval
of potable reuse regulations.

Given the importance of potable reuse projects, regulators, legislators, and environmental
organizations have expressed a desire to comprehensively address these issues so that more
potable reuse projects can be implemented. The WateReuse Association’s California Section
Board of Trustees (WRA) recognizes that water recycling is vital to the state and has made
support for the development of potable reuse regulations and its social acceptance a high
priority. The WRA established its Potable Reuse Initiative to ensure that a statewide approach

with all key stakeholders is utilized as discussions are held, issues are addressed, and plans
are formulated.

More specifically, this initiative will secure seed funding for the following activities:

ePreparation of a social policy background white paper regarding public acceptance issues

»Coordination with regulatory agencies, including a kickoff Workshop, to address concerns
and potential regulatory requirements for increased use of recycled water and ensure
continuity of subsequent dialogues. The WRA'’s Managing Director, Dave Smith, will be
managing and coordinating this effort with assistance from consultants and experts in
legislative, legal and regulatory affairs.

eldentification of technical information and social policy knowledge gaps and activities to fill
them, including research and studies priorities.

eEstablish a long term funding plan and work plan to implement Workshop
recommendations.
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Because the District has been using recycled water for potable reuse and plans to use more in
the future, the WRA has requested that the District contribute $5000 to this potable water
initiative. '

UPDATE

SUMMARY

The GRIP partnership, made up of the WRD, Upper San Gabriel Valley Municipal Water
District (USGVMWD) and Los Angeles County Sanitation Districts (LACSD), continues to
move forward with developing a project that would replace unreliable imported replenishment
water with a locally sustainable supply (i.e. advanced treated reclaimed water). Items on the
immediate horizon that require attention include:

e Governance Agreement

o Staff and legal counsel for the partner agencies have prepared comments to a
draft of the proposed Joint Powers Agreement (JPA). These comments were
presented to the GRIP Joint Ad-Hoc Committee meeting on Monday, January 4,
2010.

e Public Outreach Program

o The four proposals received have been evaluated by Partnership staff and each
of the firms was interviewed on November 17. Based on the results of the
evaluation of the proposals, interviews, and subsequent negotiations with the
top ranked firm, a recommendation was made to the Joint Ad-Hoc Committee on
January 4, 2010 to award a two year contract to The Rogers Group for an
amount not to exceed $1,800,000. This cost for a two year public outreach effort
will be incorporated into the Cost Sharing Agreement and presented to each of
the partnership agency’s board of directors for approval.

e Alternatives Analysis

o The RFP for the Alternatives Analysis was distributed to more than 37
prospective firms and four proposals were received on November 23. These
proposals were evaluated by Partnership and selected staff from associated
agencies and each of the four firms was interviewed on December 16, 2009.
Based on the results of the evaluation of the proposals, interviews , and
subsequent negotiations with the top ranked firm, a recommendation was made
to the Joint Ad-Hoc Committee on January 4, 2010 to award a contract to RMC
Water and Environment for an amount not to exceed $400,000. This cost for the
Alternative Analysis effort will be incorporated into the Cost Sharing Agreement

and presented to each of the partnership agency’s board of directors for
approval.
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o Cost Sharing Agreement (CSA)
o As stated above, the costs for both the Public Outreach contract and the
Alternatives Analysis contract have been incorporated into the CSA. The CSA
will be taken back to the WRD board of directors in early January 2010 for final

approval. Approval by all Partner agency board of directors is expected to be
completed by the end of January 2010.
o GRIP Working Group

o The Working Group is comprised of pumpers in our service area and other
interested parties. The group is tentatively scheduled to meet in January 2010.

Staff will provide a verbal report of current activities during the Committee meeting.
